Calls that result in written reports are processed through the department's Records Management System (RMS)
and ultimately reported to the MSHP and FBI. Beginning in 2020, we transitioned from the FBIl's Uniform Crime
Report (UCR) method, which counted only the most serious crime from each incident, to the National Incident-
Based Reporting System (NIBRS), which counts each of the offenses per incident separately. NIBRS is now
considered the FBI's standard method of reporting. The FBI has historically classified eight of the most serious
offenses as "Part | Crimes" (these totals are somewhat fluid as investigations and report processing are not limited
to monthly time frames):

Overdoses

The following data pertain to calls for service responded to by the Rolla Police Department in which an overdose
was known or suspected. It is not an accurate representation of all overdoses occurring in Rolla, as these
incidents aren't always reported since Narcan is available over-the-counter. Also, in many circumstances, law
enforcement may not be called on to respond, as an overdose could be reported as a medical call, or the patient
could be transported to the hospital by family/friends. Note the "Narcan Administered” column is ONLY for Narcan
administered by RPD. Therefore, it cannot be used as a representation of the # of Narcan uses per overdose
incident, as many times another responding agency (Fire, EMS, other LE) administers the Narcan. We do not
have statistics for those agencies. Overdose Deaths are those deaths in which it is immediately known an overdose
was involved. There is potential for this total to change as death investigations and/or lab results are finalized.

1. SUB22-09: Final Plat of Blue’s Lake No. 12 and vacation of Joan Dr and certain
easements.

Coots need an exhibit showing what the applicant plans on vacating. They are proposing to
vacate the ROW for Joan Drive; that will need a legal description.

Flowers the proposed easements don’t extend all the way to Bridge School Road.

Brown the plat document shows they are vacating all existing easements and maintaining an
easement in the northwest corner of the lot. The applicant is proposing a 20 foot water easement
to the north and south, and sewer easements all the way around the park from north to south.

Brown the plat is showing overhead electric with no easements. There will have to be an
easement if RMU maintains it. The applicant needs to meet with RMU about the water meter
locations.

2. PUD22-02: Final PUD of Blue’s Lake RV Park.
Coots still need more information from the applicant.

Breen will the sketch for the hydrant locations be in the new plan? Coots the applicant hasn’t
spoken with RMU yet, so the locations are not confirmed. The applicant has not decided if the
water line will be public or private. Coots advised them there would be more requirements if it
was privately maintained.

Breen there is not enough information for the Fire Department to comment. The applicant has to
meet with RMU first.

Flowers will all sites be metered individually? Brown RMU will not meter them separately.
Flowers mentioned there are also sites and other buildings that need to be serviced as well.
Brown RMU has to meet with the applicant to find out what they will need.

Flowers comments if there is enough detail to take before the Planning and Zoning and City
Council meetings as the PUD report submitted is incomplete. The applicant needs to have a
landscaping plan. Coots they are unsure about how many trees they will need to remove.,

Flowers since the land is over an acre, they will need a land disturbance permit.

V. PUBLIC HEARING:
1. ZON22-04: Rezoning from the R-R, Rural Residential district to the C-3,
Highway Commercial district at property addressed as 821 Hwy O; SE corner of
Hwy O/Lions Club Dr
Tom Coots presents the staff report. Brown mentioned there is residential property adjacent to

RMU’s office at 811 Highway O. Nathan Chirban asks if the proposed warehouse will be used
only for storage. Coots states it would be best to let the applicant answer.

Brown opens the public hearing.
Doug Lane, at 102 Maple Avenue in Licking, is the CEO of Intercounty Electric. He states there
will be about 15 employees but will all work in the field, and the proposed warehouse will only

be used for storage. They plan to leave a 300 foot buffer between the project and Highway O as
well as plan for landscaping.

There is only one proposed entrance off Lions Club Drive to minimize traffic concerns for the
adjacent neighborhood. On peak days, the traffic flow will be about 125 residential vehicles. The
applicant intends to leave at least a 50 foot buffer from the south side of the property near
Huntleigh Drive.

Lane states all lighting will be faced away from the existing neighborhood and there will be no
construction work going on in the warehouse so little to no noise will be made. If they needed to
expand, he states they would extend westward and not south toward the neighborhood.

Russell Schmidt asks why this location was chosen for the warehouse and pole yard. Lane
states that area of the property is fairly level. Schmidt asks if those buildings can be moved north
to be further from Huntleigh Drive. Lane mentions it could be possible. Janece Martin asks
about the proposed fence. Lane states it is a privacy fence that will be 6 'z feet tall. He mentions
there will be little noise coming from the site, except for the trucks loading up in the mornings
for about 30 to 40 minutes.

Brown mentions there is a hill between the proposed storage yard and the houses on Huntleigh
Drive. Lane states the proposed fence will be placed where the hill begins, and have no intention
of removing the existing trees and landscaping.

Amber Garcia, located at 1505 Huntleigh Drive, presents a letter to the Commission. It states
concerns about the noise and for the wildlife in the area. She comments that the line of trees
mentioned earlier are not fully developed.

John Boeringa, is located at 1417 Huntleigh Drive. He states he purchased his house because of
the surrounding residential areas. He comments if the property gets rezoned and Intercounty does
not need the property, he is concerned for what now can go into a commercially zoned property
next door. He expressed concerns about the noise and seeing a warehouse area.

Melissa Dillon, located at 1423 Huntleigh, states she is working on a protest petition. She
mentions the second story rooms of her house would see over the fence and be exposed to the

lights.

David Reynolds, located at 1511 Huntleigh, spoke in opposition to the rezoning. He mentioned
concerns with environmental issues.

Mack Henley, is located at 1416 Huntleigh. He states that the Commission voted down this case
three years ago. He comments that the projected amount of traffic flow will be loud in their quiet
neighborhood. He is concerned about what the property could be used for if rezoned and not
used by Intercounty.

Bryce Crowley, located at 1510 Huntleigh, states the previous body voted against this rezoning.
He expresses concern about a heavy commercial zone affecting the property values of the
neighborhood. He mentions that Mr. Woessner has commercial properties for sale at other
locations.
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Rob Cummings, located at 1414 Huntleigh, spoke in opposition to the rezoning. He mentioned
traffic and noise concerns.

Becky Hoffman is located at 1422 Huntleigh. She expresses concern about the traffic flow with
young drivers.

Brown closes the public hearing.

Chirban asks if anything has changed since the last application for the Commission to take into
consideration. Coots states he is unsure, but the applicant could provide that information.

Brown asks what could be developed on the lot. Coots states a developer would have to get
access to public sewer. In general, lots adjacent to arterial roads can have an amount of
commercial use make sense. A residential subdivision would fit with the area and be about the
limits of the expected use of this lot. Brown asks if the City had plans to extend Iverness road to
meet Lions Club Drive. Coots says the City would not build the road, but a developer could
extend the road to give Huntleigh Drive another point of egress/ingress.

Schmidt asks if the Commission can make a condition to keep the south side of the lot
residential. Coots confirms this and states 150 feet would be the minimum length that would
allow for a row of residential lots. Schmidt asks if this would still be enough area for the
applicant. Lane comments it would be close, but it might be possible. Schmidt comments this
would help move lighting and noise issues away from the neighborhood.

Chirban asks if there was a precedent for a C-3 zoning being adjacent to R-1. Coots confirms
this occurs all over town. He states with proper screening and landscaping the two zones can fit
together. The applicant is proposing a greater buffer than what the code requires.

Lane mentions they purchase transformers with environmentally friendly oil. Schmidt asks if
Intercounty sells their properties. Lane states once Intercounty purchases a property, they do not
sell. Schmidt asks about keeping a portion of the lot residential. Lane confirms it could be
possible.

Chirban expresses concern with the applicant not needing the property once it has been rezoned
and now being open to a C-3 development adjacent to this neighborhood. Coots confirms if the
property is rezoned and the applicant does not get the property, it could be sold to anyone for any
use that is allowed in the C-3 district.

A motion was made by Russell Schmidt, seconded by Monty Jordan, to add a condition that

the south side of the lot be kept as R-R from 150 feet of the south property line. A roll call vote

on the motion showed the following: Aves: Anderson, Chirban, Crider, Jordan, Martin, and
Schmidt. Nays: None. The motion passes unanimously.
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A motion was made by Monty Jordan, seconded by Robert Anderson, to recommend approval
to the City Council to rezone the subject property from R-R to C-3 with the condition that the

southern 150 feet stays zoned R-R. A roll call vote on the motion showed the following: Ayes:
Anderson and Schmidt. Nays: Chirban, Crider, Jordan, and Martin. The motion does not
ass.

A motion was made by Monty Jordan, seconded by Kevin Crider, to recommend denial to the
City Council to rezone the subject property from R-R to C-3. A roll call vote on the motion

showed the following: Ayes: Chirban, Crider, Jordan, and Martin. Nays: Anderson and
Schmidt. The motion passes.

2. PUD22-01: Rezoning from the R-2, Two-family district; C-1, Neighborhood
Commercial district; and M-1, Light Manufacturing district to a PUD, Planned
Unit Development district at properties addressed as 1000 and 1006 N QOak St;
and 204-208 E 11" St, Final Development Plan review, and associated Final Plat

Coots presents the staff report. Brown asks about the current buildings on the lot. Coots states
the houses will be demolished and the storage building will be remodeled.

Brown opens the public hearing.

Cameron Schweiss, with Archer Elgin, presents the project. Chirban asks about outreach to the
public for this type of development. Coots states letters were sent out to property owners within
300 feet, a sign was posted on site, and an ad was published in the newspaper.

Brown closes the public hearing.

A motion was made by Nathan Chirban, seconded by Russell Schmidt, to recommend approval
to the City Council to rezone the subject property from R-2, C-1 and M-1, to a PUD, planned

Unit Development. A roll call vote on the motion showed the following: Ayes: Anderson,

Chirban, Crider, Jordan, Martin, and Schmidt. Nays: None. The motion passes unanimously.

3. PUD22-02: PUD, Planned Unit Development Preliminary Development Plan
review for a potential development at property addressed as 550 and 650 Joan Dr.;
west of Blue’s Lake Parkway on Bridge School Rd

Coots presents the staff report. Anderson asks about the site having gravel. Coots states at bare
minimum the space between Bridge School Road and the property line has to be paved. The rest
of the site is proposed to be gravel, but the Commission could make a condition to change that.

Brown asks about access. Coots states there are two driveways off Bridge School Road.
Schmidt asks if the lots were hooked up to City utilities. Coots confirms this. Schmidt asks
about the sidewalk around Blues Lake. Coots confirms the public aren’t prevented from using
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the sidewalk. Chirban expresses concern about the gravel spilling onto the roadway. Coots may
be appropriate to extend the length of pavement into the site.

Brown asks if Joann Drive will be vacated. Coots confirms this, but it will need to be a separate
application.

Brown asks if the Fire Department or Environmental Services had any issues. Coots comments
those departments were comfortable with the gravel roads, but fire hydrants would need to be
added. Chirban asks if the code prohibits large recreational vehicles. Coots states it would be
best for the applicant to answer.

Brown comments that the project comes close to Columbia College’s back parking lot, and asks
if a buffer is required. Coots states there is no buffer required since it is adjacent to another
commercial lot, but the Commission could impose one. Chirban asks if any surrounding
properties reached out in concern. Coots says only Royal Canin reached out with questions.

Browns asks if the pull in sites are allowed right up to the lot line. Coots states there is nothing
that prohibits this, but conditions could be imposed.

Brown opens the public hearing.

Jaden Gurney, located in Utah, is the developer and summarizes his project. He states the staff
would clean off Bridge School Road, and that the gravel would not be an issue. He is willing to
extend pavement further into the site, but would still want a majority of the site to be gravel. He
mentions the sites would be 30 feet wide and the roads would be wide enough for emergency
vehicles. The site itself has two entrances and exits and multiple amenities and recreational
places.

Brown asks if each site will have utilities. Gurney confirms this. Brown asks about lighting.
Gurney states he intends to have adequate lighting throughout the park. Chirban asks if the
amenities provided will be open to the public. Gurney states these will only be open to park
guests for liability reasons.

Chirban asks about the code having a maximum length for the recreational vehicles. Gurney
states he is unsure about the length of the vehicles themselves, but the length of stay is only 7
days, and he is proposing that to be changed to 6 months.

Brown closes the public hearing,

Coots clarifies the code concern brought up by Chirban. He states the code being referenced
mentions the definition for a travel trailer can be no longer than 42 feet. He comments this is not
relevant to this case.

A motion was made by Russell Schmidt, seconded by Monty Jordan, to approve the
preliminary development plan at 550 and 650 Joan Drive off Bridge School Road. A roll call

vote on the motion showed the following: Ayes: Anderson, Chirban, Crider, Jordan, Martin,
and Schmidt. Nays: None. The motion passes unanimously.

Andrew Meggitt called the meeting to order at 5:11 p.m.

2. Approval of Minutes

Larry Thomas made a motion to approve the Sept. 28 and Oct. 24, 2022, minutes. Sue Arnold
seconded approval. All were in favor; the motion passed with no opposition.

3. New Business

Recreation Manager, Andrew Smith

Mr. Jernigan introduced our new Recreation Manager, Andrew Smith. He comes here from
Nixa Parks & Recreation, but he is from Rolla and his parents still live here.

He is new to the department, but has been tasked with jumping right in to run the Christmas
Train event.

ARPA Community Revitalization Grant

Update on the other grant. We received approval from City Council to file an application for
the LWCF Grant. Unfortunately, with this one, we won’t know until late 2023 if we were
awarded the grant.

We have applied for another grant. ARPA grants are a maximum of $500,000, with a
minimum 50% match. Meramec Regional Planning Commission is working with staff on this
application.

With the ARPA grant, it is retroactive to March 2021, so we can use grant money for projects
such as Larry Wilson Field, widening out the sidewalks, and the BerJuan Al Inclusive
Playground that are already completed.

Mr. Jernigan said we will need another letter of support for this one, like we had for the LWCF
Grant. We will ask for letters of support from the Health Dept., ABLE, the senior group, and
local schools.

It has to be put together by the end of November. The good thing is that we will know by
January 2023 if we are awarded the grant.

Larry Thomas made a motion to authorize staff to apply for grant. Sue Arnold seconded the
motion. All were in favor; motion passed.
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e Prop P reauthorization support from Commission
Prop P passed in 2015 with focus on maintaining and improving existing facilities. The current
tax is % of one percent, to be reduced to 3/16 of one percent beginning Oct. 2023.
Mr. Jernigan proposed a few questions to the Park Commission. Should we ask voters to re-
authorize the continuation of the municipal sales tax of 1/16 of one percent? The 1/16
portion has been critical, paying for our big ticket items. Without the 1/16, it would put at risk
future projects like the replacement of the existing tennis court surface with a new structure,
replacement of the ballfield lighting systems from 1967, and cohtinued replacement of the
aging playgrounds.
Sue Arnold, Andrew Meggitt, and Larry Thomas were in favor of continuing the 1/16 of one
percent, stating that it will be easy to show the improvements to the parks that have been
done in the last several years.
Mr. Jernigan also raised the length of the continuation — either to be an eight or 10-year
extension. Mr. Jernigan said he believes people are primarily supportive of the parks. Larry
Thomas said that two years should not make a difference.
We would have to go to City Council in late December or early January for authorization.
Sue Arnold made a motion to propose to City Council that we ask the voters of the City of
Rolla to extend the 1/16 of the one percent of the Prop P tax for 10 years. Larry Thomas
seconded the motion. All members were in favor, so the motion passed unanimously.
Mr. Jernigan spoke to the group regarding efforts on how to accomplish this. City of Rolla
employees can’t advocate for tax proposals, but can provide education. There are basically
three ways we can get the information to the citizens of Rolla: the City of Rolla can inform
through educational efforts, through an open house, and via media; a group of people can
form a citizen’s committee through the state treasurer, filed through the state; or there can
be a combination of the two in which the City would educate and a citizen’s committee would
do the campaigning.
Andrew Meggitt asked about measures taken back in 2015 for Prop P. Mr. Jernigan shared a
few ways the 2015 campaign was carried out. Larry Thomas asked about steps necessary to
create a committee. He asked how Lonna Sowers put together a proposal for a downtown
fountain. Mr. Jernigan said Lonna has been working on grants and donations. He said there is
a filing fee to form a citizen’s committee.
Andrew Meggitt asked about our existing playground equipment and the expected lifespan.
Seven play structures have been replaced and/or added since Prop P’s passage. Eight more
are in varying stages of need. The existing ones have lasted 30 years.
The group talked about which parks might get new equipment. Mr. Jernigan cited inspections
that show Wedgewood and Barnitz would likely be the next in line, barring unforeseen
circumstances.

4. Financials

e Financials for July, August, and September are included in the packet. Mr. Jernigan asked the

group if there were any questions.

COMMENTARY:

In 2015 the Rolla voters approved Prop P {for local parks and recreation) - a ' cent sales tax —bya
margin of 68%. The successful tax initiative established a 3/16™ cent tax for parks maintenance in
perpetuity and included 1/16™ cent tax for eight years “unless reauthorized by Rolla voters for capital
improvements in the park system”. That portion of the Park sales tax will cease on September 2023
unless reauthorized.

Prop P has been vital in maintaining the park system for the last eight years but has also provided
critical capital improvements such as new (replaced) playgrounds, permanent public restrooms, parks
maintenance equipment, parking lot repairs and paving, ballfield repairs, Pickleball courts,
Splashzone pool repairs, etc. Capital improvements have cost an average of $300,000 per year for the
last 8 years.

If the 1/16" sales tax is reauthorized public input will be sought for the next round of improvements
which could include such projects as additional Pickleball courts. Tennis courts, ballfield and soccer
field improvements, additional playground replacements, trail system upgrades, Splashzone
improvements and/or a splash pad, skate park improvements, etc.

The City would need to call for the April election with the ordinance calling for an April election by
January, 2023.

B. Section 644.032, RSMo, further provides that the authorized tax shall be in addition to any and all
other sales taxes allowed by law; but that no ordinance imposing a sales tax and no other provisions of the
enabling section shall be effective unless the City submits to its voters at a municipal or state general,
primary or special election, a proposal to authorize the City to impose such tax.

C. The City has determined it is proper for it to promote and provide for the common good, health and
recreation of its citizens and that these purposes can be served by construction, operation and maintenance
of local parks.

D. The 1998 park sales tax that expired in 2013 funded the construction and operations of the Centre and
SplashZone. Operations at the Centre will continue to be separate from Park Funding and not receive any
funds from Proposition P for Parks.

E. On April 7, 2015 by a vote of 1,594 for and 744 against the Rolla voters approved a one-quarter cent
sales tax to support the Parks Fund. While 3/16"™ cent of the Parks sales tax remains in perpetuity for
traditional park maintenance (including the Rolla Cemetery) 1/16™ cent would sunset unless reauthorized
after eight years for park system capital improvements.

F. In order to provide additional funding for local parks, the City desires to submit to the qualified voters
a proposition that, if approved, will implement a sales tax under Section 644.032 RSMo for ten (10) years
from October 1, 2023, unless reauthorized by Rolla voters for additional capital improvements in the park
system.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ROLLA,
MISSOURI, AS FOLLOWS:

THIS AGREEMENT is entered into by the Missouri Highways and Transportation
Commission (hereinafter, "Commission™) and the City of Rolla (hereinafter, City).

WITNESSETH:

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants, promises and
representations in this Agreement, the parties agree as follows:

(2) PURPOSE: The United States Congress has authorized, in Fixing
America’s Surface Transportation Act (FAST); 23 U.S.C. 8101, 8106 and 8§213;
SAFETEA-LU 81404 funds to be used for transportation alternatives activities. The
purpose of this Agreement is to grant the use of such transportation enhancement funds
to the (City).

(2) LOCATION: The transportation alternatives funds which are the subject of
this Agreement are for the project at the following location:

Construct approximately 3,000 feet of pedestrian improvements in the City of Rolla

The general locations of the project is shown on attachment marked "Exhibit A"
and incorporated herein by reference.

(3) REASONABLE PROGRESS POLICY: The project as described in this
agreement is subject to the reasonable progress policy set forth in the Local Public
Agency (LPA) Manual and the final deadline specified in Exhibit B attached hereto and
incorporated herein by reference. In the event, the LPA Manual and the final deadline
within Exhibit B conflict, the final deadline within Exhibit B controls. If the project is within
a Transportation Management Area that has a reasonable progress policy in place, the
project is subject to that policy. If the project is withdrawn for not meeting reasonable
progress, the City agrees to repay the Commission for any progress payments made to
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the City for the project and agrees that the Commission may deduct progress payments
made to the City from future payments to the City. The City may not be eligible for future
Transportation Alternatives Funds if the City does not meet the reasonable progress

policy.
(4) INDEMNIFICATION:

(A) To the extent allowed or imposed by law, the City shall defend,
indemnify and hold harmless the Commission, including its members and the Missouri
Department of Transportation (MoDOT or Department) employees, from any claim or
liability whether based on a claim for damages to real or personal property or to a person
for any matter relating to or arising out of the City’s wrongful or negligent performance of
its obligations under this Agreement.

(B) The City will require any contractor procured by the City to work
under this Agreement:

1. To obtain a no cost permit from the Commission’s district
engineer prior to working on the Commission’s right-of-way, which shall be signed by an
authorized contractor representative (a permit from the Commission’s district engineer
will not be required for work outside of the Commission’s right-of-way); and

2. To carry commercial general liability insurance and
commercial automobile liability insurance from a company authorized to issue insurance
in Missouri, and to name the Commission, and MoDOT and its employees, as additional
named insureds in amounts sufficient to cover the sovereign immunity limits for Missouri
public entities as calculated by the Missouri Department of Insurance, Financial
Institutions and Professional Registration, and published annually in the Missouri Register
pursuant to Section 537.610, RSMo. The City shall cause insurer to increase the
insurance amounts in accordance with those published annually in the Missouri Register
pursuant to Section 537.610, RSMo.

(©) In no event shall the language of this Agreement constitute or be
construed as a waiver or limitation for either party’s rights or defenses with regard to each
party’s applicable sovereign, governmental, or official immunities and protections as
provided by federal and state constitution or law.

(5) AMENDMENTS: Any change in this Agreement, whether by modification
or supplementation, must be accomplished by a formal contract amendment signed and
approved by the duly authorized representatives of the City and the Commission.

(6) COMMISSION REPRESENTATIVE: The Commission's District Engineer
is designated as the Commission's representative for the purpose of administering the
provisions of this Agreement. The Commission's representative may designate by written
notice other persons having the authority to act on behalf of the Commission in
furtherance of the performance of this Agreement.
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(7) NONDISCRIMINATION ASSURANCE: With regard to work under this
Agreement, the City agrees as follows:

(A)  Civil Rights Statutes: The City shall comply with all state and federal
statutes relating to nondiscrimination, including but not limited to Title VI and Title VII of
the Civil Rights Act of 1964, as amended (42 U.S.C. §2000d and §2000e, et seq.), as well
as any applicable titles of the "Americans with Disabilities Act" (42 U.S.C. 812101, et
seq.). In addition, if the City is providing services or operating programs on behalf of the
Department or the Commission, it shall comply with all applicable provisions of Title Il of
the "Americans with Disabilities Act".

(B) Administrative Rules: The City shall comply with the administrative
rules of the United States Department of Transportation relative to nondiscrimination in
federally-assisted programs of the United States Department of Transportation (49 C.F.R.
Part 21) which are herein incorporated by reference and made part of this Agreement.

(C©)  Nondiscrimination: The City shall not discriminate on grounds of the
race, color, religion, creed, sex, disability, national origin, age or ancestry of any individual
in the selection and retention of subcontractors, including procurement of materials and
leases of equipment. The City shall not participate either directly or indirectly in the
discrimination prohibited by 49 C.F.R. §821.5, including employment practices.

(D)  Solicitations for Subcontracts, Including Procurements of Material
and Equipment: These assurances concerning nondiscrimination also apply to
subcontractors and suppliers of the City. These apply to all solicitations either by
competitive bidding or negotiation made by the City for work to be performed under a
subcontract including procurement of materials or equipment. Each potential
subcontractor or supplier shall be notified by the City of the requirements of this
Agreement relative to nondiscrimination on grounds of the race, color, religion, creed,
sex, disability or national origin, age or ancestry of any individual.

(E) Information and Reports: The City shall provide all information and
reports required by this Agreement, or orders and instructions issued pursuant thereto,
and will permit access to its books, records, accounts, other sources of information, and
its facilities as may be determined by the Commission or the United States Department
of Transportation to be necessary to ascertain compliance with other contracts, orders
and instructions. Where any information required of the City is in the exclusive
possession of another who fails or refuses to furnish this information, the City shall so
certify to the Commission or the United States Department of Transportation as
appropriate and shall set forth what efforts it has made to obtain the information.

(F)  Sanctions for Noncompliance: In the event the City fails to comply
with the nondiscrimination provisions of this Agreement, the Commission shall impose
such contract sanctions as it or the United States Department of Transportation may
determine to be appropriate, including but not limited to:
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1. Withholding of payments under this Agreement until the City
complies; and/or

2. Cancellation, termination or suspension of this Agreement, in
whole or in part, or both.

(G) Incorporation of Provisions: The City shall include the provisions of
paragraph (7) of this Agreement in every subcontract, including procurements of materials
and leases of equipment, unless exempted by the statutes, executive order,
administrative rules or instructions issued by the Commission or the United States
Department of Transportation. The City will take such action with respect to any
subcontract or procurement as the Commission or the United States Department of
Transportation may direct as a means of enforcing such provisions, including sanctions
for noncompliance; provided that in the event the City becomes involved or is threatened
with litigation with a subcontractor or supplier as a result of such direction, the City may
request the United States to enter into such litigation to protect the interests of the United
States.

(8) ASSIGNMENT: The City shall not assign, transfer or delegate any interest
in this Agreement without the prior written consent of the Commission.

(9) LAW OF MISSOURI TO GOVERN: This Agreement shall be construed
according to the laws of the State of Missouri. The City shall comply with all local, state
and federal laws and regulations relating to the performance of this Agreement.

(10) CANCELLATION: The Commission may cancel this Agreement at any time
for a material breach of contractual obligations by providing the City with written notice of
cancellation. Should the Commission exercise its right to cancel this Agreement for such
reasons, cancellation will become effective upon the date specified in the notice of
cancellation sent to the City.

(11) ACCESS TO RECORDS: The City and its contractors must maintain all
records relating to this Agreement, including but not limited to invoices, payrolls, etc.
These records must be available at no charge to the Federal Highway Administration
(FHWA) and the Commission and/or their designees or representatives during the period
of this Agreement and any extension, and for a period of three (3) years after the date on
which the City receives reimbursement of their final invoice from the Commission.

(12) EEDERAL-AID PROVISIONS: Because responsibility for the performance
of all functions or work contemplated as part of this project is assumed by the City, and
the City may elect to construct part of the improvement contemplated by this Agreement
with its own forces, a copy of Section Il and Section Ill, as contained in the United States
Department of Transportation Form Federal Highway Administration FHWA 1273
"Required Contract Provisions, Federal-Aid Construction Contracts," is attached and
made a part of this Agreement as Exhibit C. Wherever the term "the contractor” or words
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of similar import appear in these sections, the term “the City”is to be substituted. The City
agrees to abide by and carry out the condition and obligations of "the contractor” as stated
in Section Il, Equal Opportunity, and Section Ill, Nonsegregated Facilities, as set out in
Form FHWA 1273.

(13) ACQUISITION OF RIGHT OF WAY: With respect to the acquisition of right
of way necessary for the completion of the project, City shall acquire any additional
necessary right of way required for this project and in doing so agrees that it will comply
with all applicable federal laws, rules and regulations, including 42 U.S.C. 4601-4655, the
Uniform Relocation Assistance and Real Property Acquisition Act, as amended and any
regulations promulgated in connection with the Act.

(14) MAINTENANCE OF DEVELOPMENT: The City shall maintain the herein
contemplated improvements without any cost or expense to the Commission. All
maintenance by the City shall be done for the safety of the general public and the
esthetics of the area. In addition, if any sidewalk or bike trails are constructed on the
Commission's right-of-way pursuant to this Agreement, the City shall inspect and maintain
the sidewalk or bike trails constructed by this project in a condition reasonably safe to the
public and, to the extent allowed by law, shall indemnify and hold the Commission
harmless from any claims arising from the construction and maintenance of said sidewalk
or bike trails. If the City fails to maintain the herein contemplated improvements, the
Commission or its representatives, at the Commission's sole discretion shall notify the
City in writing of the City’s failure to maintain the improvement. If the City continues to
fail in maintaining the improvement, the Commission may remove the herein
contemplated improvement whether or not the improvement is located on the
Commission's right of way. Any removal by the Commission shall be at the sole cost and
expense of the City. Maintenance includes but is not limited to mowing and trimming
between shrubs and other plantings that are part of the improvement.

(15) PLANS: The City shall prepare preliminary and final plans and
specifications for the herein improvements. The plans and specifications shall be
submitted to the Commission for the Commission's review and approval. The
Commission has the discretion to require changes to any plans and specifications prior
to any approval by the Commission.

(16) REIMBURSEMENT: The cost of the contemplated improvements will be
borne by the United States Government and by the City as follows:

(A) Any federal funds for project activities shall only be
available for reimbursement of eligible costs which have been incurred by City. Any costs
incurred by City prior to authorization from FHWA and notification to proceed from the
Commission are not reimbursable costs. The federal share for this project will be 80%
percent not to exceed four hundred and forty thousand six hundred and seventy-three
dollars and 00/100 ($440,674.00). The calculated federal share for seeking federal
reimbursement of participating costs for the herein improvements will be determined by
dividing the total federal funds applied to the project by the total participating costs. Any
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costs for the herein improvements which exceed any federal reimbursement or are not
eligible for federal reimbursement shall be the sole responsibility of City. The Commission
shall not be responsible for any costs associated with the herein improvement unless
specifically identified in this Agreement or subsequent written amendments.

(17) PROGRESS PAYMENTS: The City may request progress payments be
made for the herein improvements as work progresses but not more than once every two
weeks. Progress payments must be submitted monthly. The City shall repay any
progress payments which involve ineligible costs.

(18) PROMPT PAYMENTS: Progress invoices submitted to MoDOT for
reimbursement more than thirty (30) calendar days after the date of the vendor invoice
shall also include documentation that the vendor was paid in full for the work identified
in the progress invoice. Examples of proof of payment may include a letter or e-mail
from the vendor, lien waiver or copies of cancelled checks. Reimbursement will not be
made on these submittals until proof of payment is provided. Progress invoices
submitted to MoDOT for reimbursement within thirty (30) calendar days of the date on
the vendor invoice will be processed for reimbursement without proof of payment to the
vendor. If the City has not paid the vendor prior to receiving reimbursement, the City
must pay the vendor within two (2) business days of receipt of funds from MoDOT.

(19) PERMITS: The City shall secure any necessary approvals or permits from
any federal or state agency as required for the completion of the herein improvements. |If
this improvement is on the right of way of the Commission, the City must secure a permit
from the Commission prior to the start of any work on the right of way. The permits which
may be required include, but are not limited to, environmental, architectural, historical or
cultural requirements of federal or state law or regulation.

(20) INSPECTION OF IMPROVEMENTS AND RECORDS: The City shall
assure that representatives of the Commission and FHWA shall have the privilege of
inspecting and reviewing the work being done by the City’s contractor and subcontractor
on the herein project.

(25) EINAL AUDIT: The Commission may, in its sole discretion, perform a final
audit of project costs. The United States Government shall reimburse the City, through
the Commission, any monies due. The City shall refund any overpayments as determined
by the final audit.

(26) OMB AUDIT: If the City expend(s) seven hundred fifty thousand dollars
($750,000) or more in a year in federal financial assistance it is required to have an
independent annual audit conducted in accordance with 2 CFR Part 200. A copy of the
audit report shall be submitted to MoDOT within the earlier of thirty (30) days after receipt
of the auditor's report(s), or nine (9) months after the end of the audit period. Subject to
the requirements of 2 CFR Part 200, if the City expend(s) less than seven hundred fifty
thousand dollars ($750,000) a year, the City may be exempt from auditing requirements
for that year but records must be available for review or audit by applicable state and
federal authorities.

(27) FEDERAL FUNDING ACCOUNTABILITY AND TRANSPARENCY ACT OF
2006: The City shall comply with all reporting requirements of the Federal Funding
Accountability and Transparency Act (FFATA) of 2006, as amended. This Agreement is
subject to the award terms within 2 C.F.R. Part 170.

Medical Marijuana Dispensaries shall be secured
and closed to the public after the hours listed in this subsection and no persons not employed
by the Medical Marijuana Dispensary may be present in such a facility at any time it is closed to
the public.

5. Display of License Required. The Medical Marijuana-Infused Products Facility license issued by
the State of Missouri shall be displayed in a prominent place in plain view near the front desk of
the facility.

6. Site Plan Review Required. Any plans for a Medical Marijuana-Infused Products Facility shall
meet standard new construction requirements. {Ord. 4488, §6)

Sec. 42-233.03 Standards for Medical Marijuana Cultivation Facility

AN ORDINANCE REPEALING ORDINANCE NO. 4010 AND ENACTING A NEW
ORDINANCE IN LIEU THEREOF PROHIBITING SMOKING IN INDOOR
WORKPLACES AND PUBLIC PLACES WITHIN THE CITY OF ROLLA, MISSOURL.

WHEREAS, this Article shall be known as the City of Rolla Indoor Smoke Free Air Act
of 2011.

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Rolla, Missouri does hereby find that:
The 2006 U.S. Surgeon General's Report, The Health Consequences of Involuntary Exposure to
Tobacco Smoke, has concluded that (1) secondhand smoke exposure causes disease and
premature death in children and adults who do not smoke; (2) children exposed to secondhand
smoke are at an increased risk for sudden infant death syndrome (SIDS), acute respiratory
problems, ear infections, and asthma attacks, and that. smoking by parents causes respiratory
symptoms and slows lung growth in their children; (3) exposure of adults to secondhand smoke
has immediate adverse effects on the cardiovascular system and causes coronary heart disease
and lung cancer; (4) there is no risk-free level of exposure to secondhand smoke; (5) establishing
smokefree workplaces is the only effective way to ensure that secondhand smoke exposure does
not occur in the workplace, because ventilation and other air cleaning technologies cannot
completely control for exposure of nonsmokers to secondhand smoke; and (6) evidence from
peer-reviewed studies shows that smokefree policies and laws do not have an adverse economic

impact on the hospitality industry. (U's. Department of Health and Human Services. The Health Conseguences of Involuntary
Exposure to Tobacco Smoke. A Report of the Surgeon Genernl. U.S. Department of Health and Human Services, Centers for Discase Control and
Prevention. Natonal Center for Chronic Disease Prevention and Health Promation, Office on Smoking and Health, 2006.)

WHEREAS, the Public Health Service's National Toxicology Program (NTP) has listed

secondhand smoke as a known carcinogen. (Environmental Health Information Service (ENIS), *Environmental 1obacco
smake: first tisted in the Ninth Report on Carcinogens,” U.S. Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS), Public Health Service. NTP,
2000; reaflirmed by the NTP in subsequent reporis on carcinogens, 2003, 2005.)

WHEREAS, a significant amount of secondhand smoke exposure occurs in the
workplace. Employees who work in smoke-filled businesses suffer a 25-50% higher risk of heart
attack and higher rates of death from cardiovascular disease and cancer, as well as increased

acute respiratory discase and measurable decrease in lung function. (Pissves. C.; Panagiokos, D.B.
Chrysohoou, C.; Skournas, J; Tzicums, K. ; Stefanadis, C.; Toutouzas, P,, “Association between exposure 1o environmental tobacco smoke and
the developrment of acute coronary syndromes: the CARDIO2000 case-control sudy,” Tobacco Control 1 I(3): 220-225, Sepiember 2002.)

WHEREAS, secondhand smoke is particularly hazardous to elderly people, individuals
with cardiovascular disease, and individuals with impaired respiratory function, including
asthmatics and those with obstructive airway disease. (California Environmental Protection
Agency (Cal EPA), "Health effects of exposure to environmental tobacco smoke”, Tobacco
Control 6(4): 346-353, Winter, 1997.) The Americans with Disabilities Act, which requires that
disabled persons have access to public places and workplaces, deems impaired respiratory

function to be a disability. (Daynard, R.A., “Environmental tobacco smoke and the Amencans with Disabilities Act* Nonamokers'
Voice 15()); 8-9.)
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WHEREAS, given the fact that there is no safe level of exposure to secondhand smoke,
the American Society of Heating, Refrigerating and Air Conditioning Engineers (ASHRAE)
bases its ventilation standards on totally smokefree environments. ASHRAE has determined that
there is currently no air filtration or other ventilation technology that can completely eliminate all
the carcinogenic components in secondhand smoke and the health risks caused by secondhand

smoke exposure, and recommends that indoor environments be smokefree in their entirety. (Samet,
J.; Bahanon, Ir., H.R ; Coultas, D.B.; Houston, T.P; Persily, A K., Schoen, LJ ; Spengler, J.; Callaway, C.A., “ASHRAE position document on
coviranmental tobacco smoke.” American Society of Heating, Refrigerating and Air-Condittoning Engincers (ASHRAE), 2005.)

WHEREAS, hundreds of communities in the U.S., plus numerous states, including
Arizona, Delaware, Iilinois, Iowa, Massachusetts, New Jersey, New York, Ohio, Utah, and
Washington, have enacted laws requiring all workplaces, restaurants, bars, and other public
places to be smokeftee, as have numerous countries, including Bhutan, France, Iceland, Ireland,
New Zealand, Norway, Singapore, Uruguay, and the United Kingdom constituent countries of
England, Northern Ireland, Scotland, and Wales.

WHEREAS, the smoking of tobacco is a form of air pollution, a positive danger to
health, and a material public nuisance.

WHEREAS, accordingly, the City Council of the City of Rolla, Missouri finds and
declares that the purposes of this ordinance are (1) to protect the public health and welfare by
prohibiting smoking in public places and places of employment; and (2) to guarantee the right of
nonsmokers to breathe smokefree air, and to recognize that the need to breathe smokefree air
shall have priority over the desire to smoke.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE 1T ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF ROLLA, MISSOURI, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Definitlons.

The following words and phrases, whenever used in this Article, shall be construed as defined in
this Section:

. "Bar" means an establishment that is devoted to the serving of alcoholic beverages for

consumption by guests on the premises and in which the serving of food is only incidental to the
consumption of those beverages, including but not limited to, tavemns, nightclubs, cocktail
lounges, and cabarets.

. "Business" means a sole proprietorship, partnership, joint venture, corporation, or other business

entity, either for-profit or not-for-profit, including retail establishments where goods or services
are sold; professional corporations and other entities where legal, medical, dental, engineering,
architectural, or other professional services are delivered; and private clubs.

. "Employee" means a person who is employed by an employer in consideration for direct or

indirect monetary wages or profit.

. "Employer" means a person, business, partnership, association, corporation, including a

municipal corporation, trust, or non-profit entity that employs the services of one or more
individual persons.
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- "Enclosed Area” means all space between a floor and ceiling that is enclosed on all sides by

permanent or temporary walls or windows (exclusive of doorways), which extend from the floor
to the ceiling.

. "Health Care Facility" means an office or institution providing care or treatment of discases,

whether physical, mental, or emotional, or other medical, physiological, or psychological
conditions, including but not limited to, hospitals, rehabilitation hospitals or other clinics,
including weight control clinics, nursing homes, long-term care facilities, homes for the aging or
chronically ill, laboratories, and offices of surgeons, chiropractors, physical therapists,
physicians, psychiatrists, dentists, and all specialists within these professions. This definition
shall include all waiting rooms, hallways, private rooms, semiprivate rooms, and wards within
health care facilities.

. "Place of Employment" means an area under the control of a public ot private employer that

employees normally frequent during the course of employment, including, but not limited ta,
work areas, private offices, employee lounges, restrooms, conference rooms, meeting rooms,
classrooms, employee cafeterias, hallways, and vehicles. A private residence is not a "place of
employment” unless it is used as a childcare, adult day care, or health care facility.

. "Private Club" means an organization, whether incorporated or not, which is the owner, lessee,

or occupant of a building or portion thereof used exclusively for club purposes at all times,
which is operated solely for a recreational, fraternal, social, patriotic, political, benevolent, or
athletic purpose, but not for pecuniary gain, and which only sells alcoholic beverages incidental
to its operation. The affairs and management of the organization are conducted by a board of
directors, executive committee, or similar body chosen by the members at an annual meeting.
The organization has established bylaws and/or a constitution to govern its activities. The
organization has been granted an exemption from the payment of federal income tax as a club
under 26 U.S.C. Section 501.

"Public Place” means an enclosed area to which the public is invited or in which the public is
permitted, including but not limited to, banks, bars, educational facilities, gaming facilities,
health care facilities, hotels and motels, laundromats, public transportation vehicles and facilities,
reception areas, restaurants, retail food production and marketing establishments, retail service
establishments, retail stores, shopping malls, indoor sports arenas, theaters, and waiting rooms. A
private residence is not a "public place" unless it is used as a childcare, adult day care, or health
care facility.

"Restaurant” means an eating establishment, including but not limited to, coffee shops,
cafeterias, sandwich stands, and private and public school cafeterias, which gives or offers for
sale food to the public, guests, or employees, as well as kitchens and catering facilities in which
food is prepared on the premises for serving elsewhere. The term "restaurant” shall include a bar
area within the restaurant.

. "Service Line" means an indoor line in which one (1) or more persons are waiting for or

receiving service of any kind, whether or not the service involves the exchange of money,
including but not limited to, ATM lines, concert lines, food vendor lines, movie ticket lines, and
sporting event lines.

. "Shopping Mall" means an enclosed public walkway or hall area that serves to connect retail or

professional establishments.

. "Smoking" means the burning of tobacco for the purpose of inhaling or exhaling the fames of

that burning substance.
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r N. "Sports Arena" means sports pavilions, stadiums, gymnasiums, health spas, boxing arenas,
swimming pools, roller and ice rinks, bowling alleys, and other similar places where members of
the general public assemble to engage in physical exercise, participate in athletic competition, or
witness sports or other events.

Section 2. Application of Article to City-Owned Facilities.

All enclosed facilities, including buildings and vehicles owned, leased, or operated by the City of
Rolla, Missouri, shall be subject to the provisions of this Article.

Section 3. Prohibition of Smoking in Enclosed Public Places.

Smoking shall be prohibited in enclosed public places subject to the exclusions within this
ordinance, within the City of Rolla, Missouri, including but not limited to, the following places:
. Aquariems, galleries, libraries, and museums.
Areas available to and customarily used by the general public in businesses and non-profit
entities patronized by the public, including but not limited to, banks, laundromats, professional
offices, and retail service establishments.
Bars.
Bingo facilities.
Childcare and adult day care facilities.
Convention facilities.
Educational facilities, both public and private.
Elevators.
Gaming facilities.
Health care facilities.
Hotels and motels, except as otherwise provided.
Lobbies, hallways, and other common areas in apartment buildings, condominiums, trailer parks,
retirement facilities, nursing homes, and other multiple-unit residential facilities.
. Polling places.
Public transportation vehicles, including buses and taxicabs, under the authority of the City of
Rolla, Missouri, and ticket, boarding, and waiting areas of public transportation facilities,
including bus, train, and airport facilities.
. Restaurants.
Restrooms, lobbies, reception areas, hallways, and other common-use areas.
Retail stores.
Rooms, chambers, places of meeting or public assembly, including school buildings, under the
contro! of an agency, board, commission, committee or council of the City of Rolla, Missouri or
a political subdivision of the State, to the extent the place is subject to the jurisdiction of the City
of Rolla, Missouri.
Indoor service lines.
Shopping malls.
Sports arenas, including enclosed places in outdoor arenas.
Theaters and other facilities primarily used for exhibiting motion pictures, stage dramas, lectures,
musical recitals, or other similar performances (except when the smoking is part of a theatrical

production).

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Section 4. Prohibition of Smoking in Places of Employment.

Smoking shall be prohibited in all enclosed facilities within places of employment. This includes
common work areas, auditoriums, classrooms, conference and meeting rooms, private offices,
elevators, hallways, medical facilities, cafeterias, employee lounges, stairs, restrooms, vehicles,
and all other enclosed facilities.

This prohibition on smoking shall be communicated to all existing employees by the effective
date of this Article and to all prospective employees upon their application for employment.

Section 5. Prohibition of Smoking in Private Clubs with Employees,

Smoking shall be prohibited in all private clubs during such events or activities utilizing the
services of compensated employees. This prohibition shall not apply to private clubs that
operate strictly with uncompensated volunteers.

Section 6. Prohibition of Smoking in Enclosed Residential Facilities.

Smoking shall be prohibited in the following enclosed residential facilities:

All private and semi-private rooms in nursing homes.
At least 80% of hotel and motel rooms that are rented to guests.

Section 7. Where Smoking Not Regulated.

Notwithstanding any other provision of this Article to the contrary, the following areas shall be
exempt from the provisions of Sections 3 and 4:

Private residences, except when used as a childcare, adult day care, or health care facility, and
except as provided in Section 6.

Not more than twenty percent (20%) of hotel and motel rooms rented to guests and designated as
smoking rooms. All smoking rooms on the same floor must be contiguous and smoke from these
rooms must not infiltrate into areas where smoking is prohibited under the provisions of this
Article. The status of rooms as smoking or nonsmoking may not be changed, except to add
additional nonsmoking rooms.

Qutdoor areas of places of employment.

Private clubs at such time where all labor provided is by means of uncompensated volunteers.

Section 8. Declaration of Establishment as Nonsmoking.

Notwithstanding any other provision of this Article, an owner, operator, manager, or other
person in control of an establishment, facility, or outdoor area may declare that entire
establishment, facility, or outdoor area as a nonsmoking place. Smoking shall be prohibited in
any place in which a sign conforming to the requirements of Section 9 (A) is posted.
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Section 9. Posting of Signs.

. Either a "No Smoking" sign or the international "No Smoking" symbol (consisting of a pictorial
representation of a buming cigarette enclosed in a red circle with a red bar across it) at least 6" x
3" in size shall be clearly and visibly posted at each exterior entrance to every building by the
owner, operator, or manager of that building within which a public place or place of employment
where smoking is prohibited by this Article is located. The purpose of the signs and/or symbols
is to inform customers, visitors and employees of this Article.

- Every motor vehicle regularly engaged in the business of carrying passengers for hire within the
City shall have at least one conspicuous sign, visible from the exterior of the vehicle, clearly
stating that smoking is prohibited.

Section 10. Nonretaliation; Nonwajver of Rights

. No person or employer shall discharge, refuse to hire, or in any manner retaliate against an
employee, applicant for employment, or customer because that employee, applicant, or customer
exercises any rights afforded by this Article or reports or attempts to prosecute a violation of this
Article. Notwithstanding Section 12, violation of this Subsection shall be a misdemeanor,
punishable by a fine not to exceed $500 for each violation.

. An employee who works in a setting where an employer allows smoking does not waive or
otherwise surrender any legal rights the employee may have against the employer or any other

party.
Section 11. Enforcement.

. This Article shall be enforced by the Chief of Police and the City Administrator or their
designees. The Phelps/Maries Department of Health Department has agreed to assist with
enforcement, data gathering and public education.

. Notice of the provisions of this Article shall be given to all applicants for a business license in
the City of Rolla, Missouri.

. Any citizen who desires to register a complaint under this Article may initiate enforcement with
City Administration or the Rolla Police Department,

. The Phelps/Maries Department of Health, and Rolla Community Development Department will
assist with compliance with this Article while an establishment is undergoing otherwise
mandated inspections.

. An owner, manager, operator, or employee of an establishment regulated by this Article shall
inform persons violating this Article of the appropriate provisions thereof.

. Notwithstanding any other provision of this Article, an employee or private citizen may bring
legal action to enforce this Article.

. In addition to the remedies provided by the provisions of this Section, the City Administrator or
any person aggrieved by the failure of the owner, operator, manager, or other person in control of
a public place or a place of employment to comply with the provisions of this Article may apply
for injunctive relief to enforce those provisions in any court of competent jurisdiction.
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Section 12. Violations and Penalties.

- A person who smokes in an area where smoking is prohibited by the provisions of this Article
shall be guilty of an infraction, punishable by a fine not exceeding fifty dollars {$50).

. Except as otherwise provided in Section 10(A), a person who owns, manages, operates, ot
otherwise controls a public place or place of employment and who fails to comply with the
provisions of this Article shall be guilty of an infraction, punishable by:

. A fine not exceeding one hundred dollars ($100) for a first violation.

. A fine not exceeding two hundred dollars ($200) for a second violation within one (1) year.

. A fine not exceeding five hundred dollars ($500) for each additional viclation within one (1)
year.

. In addition to the fines established by this Section, violation of this Article by a person who
Owns, manages, operates, or otherwise controls a public place or place of employment may result
in the suspension or revocation of any permit or license issued to the person for the premises on
which the violation occurred.

. Each day on which a violation of this Article occurs shall be considered a separate and distinct
violation.

Section 13. Public Education.

The City of Rolla and the Phelps/Maries County Department of Health shall engage in a
continuing program to explain and clarify the purposes and requirements of this Article to
citizens affected by it, and to guide owners, operators, and managers in their compliance with it.
The program may include publication of a brochure for affected businesses and individuals
explaining the provisions of this ordinance.

Section 14. Governmental Agency Cooperation.

The City Administrator shall periodically request other governmental and educational agencies
having facilities within the City of Rolla to establish local operating procedures in cooperation
and compliance with this Article. This includes urging all Federal, State, City, and School
District agencies to update their existing smoking control regulations to be consistent with the
current health findings regarding secondhand smoke.

Section 15. Other Applicable Laws,

This Article shall not be interpreted or construed to permit smoking where it is otherwise
restricted by other applicable laws.

Section 16. Liberal Construction.

This Article shall be liberally construed so as to further its purposes.
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Section 17. Severability.

If any provision, clause, sentence, or paragraph of this Article or the application thereof to any
person or circumstances shall be held invalid, that invalidity shall not affect the other provisions
of this Article which can be given effect without the invalid provision or application, and to this
end the provisions of this Article are declared to be severable.

Section 18. Effective Date.

This Article shall be effective on January 1, 2012.

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COMMENTARY:

When RMU presented our quarterly report in December, one topic was increasing lead times of
purchasing new line trucks, approaching five (5) years. Because of these supply chain issues, the
Rolla Board of Public Works is considering purchase of a replacement line truck at their December
29, 2022 Board meeting. We will not be expending funds for several years, and this line truck was
not included in our FY2023 budget.

There are two sections of Rolla City Code which discuss when City Council is afforded the
opportunity to review the RMU budget for comment or approve certain expenditures. These
sections are:

e Sec. 35-158. Budget review, adoption and amendment

e Sec. 35-165. Contracts required for supplies and services; exception; approval of contracts
by city council

This situation does not cleanly fit either of these Sections, but to ensure transparency it seems
appropriate to disclose this purchase to City Council.

If approved by the RMU Board, we will report the purchase price and planned funding mechanism
at the January 3™ City council meeting.
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
